Feeder cattle also called high-
er, just not as dramatic with less offered and
more limited buyer participation, mostly due
to winter weather, but the limited supply is
keeping those that need them coming to the
market and setting some new highs here also.
Butcher cows and bulls not as perky, we did
think that things would be slightly better here
after the break. We would call the cows and
bulls just steady with a slightly lower tone
when it comes to demand. We would note
that this could also take another leg higher at
any time. We will see.

Again as it is branding time, don’t for-
get the proper vaccinations As well as proper
handling of the vaccines being administered.
This has become ever so important to most all
buyers in this high market. Also if you are in
the situation to use the value added programs
with EID tags feel free to call or email Beth
and she will get you set up to audit your ranch
with third party verification.

Also a
decent consignment of young corriente bred
cows for those that may want to raise some
ropers.
